STEWARDSHIP REFLECTIONS - 5TH 
SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
“Rising very early before dawn, he left and went off to a 
deserted place, where he prayed...He told them, ‘Let us go on to 
the nearby villages that I may preach there also.  For this purpose 
have I come.’ ” - Mark 1:35, 38
